      1. Beach: Commissioner Knapp reported the electric has been fixed; two new 110 lines were installed. Cabanas are available and they will start going up the first week in June.  We received our operating permit from Suffolk County,
      2. Buildings: Commissioner Geelan reported an inspection of the gas pressure regulator at the Community Center was done by National Grid. This test is done every 20 years.
      3. Constabulary: Commissioner Sandak reported 31 calls for service in March and 66 summonses were issued.  He then reviewed the written report. 
      4. Parks: Commissioner Cornell-May reported she is working on getting the correct chips for the play area at the park.
      5. Roads: No Report.
      6. Youth Program: Commissioner Schachner reported the program applications will be mailed out by next week. The program start date has been changed to July 1 to correspond with the official opening of the Belle Terre Beach. The Suffolk County permit application is ready to be mailed.
